What is our Aim?

Our ministry aim hasn’t
changed in its 20 years of going
and teaching.

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God counted His death as an acceptable
substitution for ours.

Yes, it was a great gift when Jesus came,
at Bethlehem. It was a greater gift when
He gave His life for us, at Calvary. And
now He offers an even better gift.

If they receive the Word it will
effectively work in them so
they can become fruit bearers
and walk in the light of fellow-
ship.

The scope of our ministry is
broad, but these two core objec-
tives have kept our methods all
pointed in the same direction. Be-
hind everything we do lies our aim
to preach the gospel to the lost
and train the saved to live.
